WHEREAS, six persons owning property along Morven Lake submitted to the City Council a preliminary petition to initiate a Neighborhood Assessment Program to be known as the Morven Lake Dredging Project (the “Petition”); and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 714.106(b), Ordinance Code, the City Council determined that the Petition represented the will and assent of the owners of property within the area to be benefited by the dredging proposed in the Petition; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 714.205, Ordinance Code, and Resolution 2006-226-A, the City Council has directed the Office of General Counsel to file legislation authorizing and appropriating funds for the Public Works Department or its outside consultant to conduct a pre-dredge survey and study and prepare construction drawings for the dredging of Morven Lake; now therefore

Section 2.
